ECC child dedication is a ceremony in which believing parents, and sometimes entire families, make a commitment before the Lord and the congregation to submit a child to God's will and to raise that child according to God's Word and God's ways.

Procedure

A. General Guidelines

1. As a church body, we affirm that salvation is found through faith alone in the Lord Jesus Christ.
2. The purpose of dedication is for parents to affirm before God and the church body that they will seek to raise their child(ren) to know and love the Lord Jesus Christ.
3. In order to make this commitment with good conscience, it is necessary that parents or parent (in the event of a single parent) have a relationship with Jesus Christ and are growing Christians, evidenced at least by regular church attendance (Hebrews 10:24-25).

4. If only one parent in a marriage is in a growing relationship with Christ, then only this parent shall participate in the dedication ceremony. Pastors will seek to use godly discernment in these matters.
B. Process
1. Dedication requests are submitted through either the Friendship Register or contacting the ECC office.
2. Requesting parent(s) will be interviewed by a member of the pastoral staff.

3. Church office staff will set dedication dates based on requests and availability of staff.
